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Community, Culture and Song

The sixties Woodstock Festival has be-
come memorialized as a cultural icon: Peace,
Love, Rock and Roll plus a number of other go-
ings-on that one shouldn’t discuss in a family
style newsletter. So much so in fact that when
Joan Baez, one of its original performers dec-
ades later at the Live-Aid Concert commented,
“It's about time this generation had its own
Woodstock “ the crowd cheered madly. Thus it
is not surprising that Aengus

Of course the local fes-
tival has evolved beyond the
event that gave it inspiration
but still it strives to retain the originality in the
music and provide opportunity for new artists as
a link to this past. (Stills of Crosby, Stills and
Nash marvelling at the size the crowd in that
muddy farmer’s field more than forty tears ago,
“Look and this is the first time we have per-
formed outside the garage.”) Aengus describes
his artists as”...unknowns, you have never
heard of and will never forget...nurturing a
grass roots spirit where legends come from.”
For him “the power of music is linked to stories
it tells...evocative images (that prompt) imagin-
ing other lives, other times.” All this now comes
in tribute to his youth and his coming of age in,
“this community, its love for the arts, music and
theatre...poetry and the people sharing them.”

The Festival for him is “a genuine at-
tempt to reflect on aspects of the community in
a meaningful way.” Thus there are work-
shops,”to participate in the in the process of cre-

In keeping with this
' sense of community the Aen-
gus calls as its “heartbeat”,
namely, its volunteers. Then
too there are myriad of things
to do to prepare and sustain
the event over the Labour
Day weekend. Similarly the
sponsors give expecting
nothing in return other than
the privilege of doing so, no
signage, display of commer-
cial Iogos thus there will be nothing "coming be-
tween the audience and the art”

In Twelfth Night the Duke Orsino mused,
“If music be the fruit of love, play on.” And so
Aengus would agree, for more ways than one.
