Presentation – “Weather” – Colin Banfield 
 
Colin Banfield was on the faculty of Memorial University for 31 years 
where he researched the climate of Newfoundland and Labrador. Dr. 
Cloud (as his students called him) moved to Cobourg in 2001 after 
retiring. Since then he has researched our local climate and in 
particular the effect Lake Ontario has on it. Historical records exist for 
Port Hope since the 1890’s and for Cobourg since the 1940’s. 
 
During his presentation he explained why our temperature is 2-3 degrees cooler in summer and warmer in 
winter than Peterborough’s, why our thunderstorms are less intense and why we get less snow than the south 
side of the lake. He also discussed the reasons causing phenomena such as Arctic Smoke (fog) rising off the 
lake, Rime Ice and Spring Fog. While he could not make us weather experts in the time he had available, he 
certainly helped us to understand a little more about the weather we experience.

Presentation – “Windmills” – Roger Yates 

In his presentation Roger pointed out that wind energy offers many 
benefits and is growing faster than any other form of energy in the world. 
It can help to reduce the use of fossil fuels and provides a safe energy 
source that has minimal impact on the environment. 

While Canada has experienced impressive growth in wind generated 
power in the last few years, we still lag behind many countries in the 
world. For example Denmark gets almost 20% of its electricity from wind 
energy.
