Presentation – “A new Beginning: a People Place”  
                         Jack Goering and Mark Stevenson 
 
The proposed Low Level Waste Facility is expected to accommodate two million 
cubic metres of waste and the life expectancy  is assumed to be 500 years. The 
completion date is currently planned for the year 2015. 
The advisory committee charged with the task of producing recommendations for 
the use of the site after completion have make a presentation to council which                                                          
includes three basic conceptual designs  each having an alternative layout. 
 
Concept A – Passive/Active recreational focus. 
Parklands, gardens, pond, trails, greenhouses, off leash dog park with an observation deck on top of the mound and an 
Education/Heritage/Science Centre near the entrance.  
The alternative layout includes active recreational facilities such as softball diamonds, tennis courts, skateboard area etc. 
Concept B –Active recreational focus. 
Sports facilities such as soccer pitches, hockey rink at the top of the mound, a toboggan hill at the north side. Education/ 
Heritage/ Science Centre. There would be play areas conservatory and greenhouses together with ponds and an 
amphitheatre. The alternative layout includes more sports fields, washrooms, a meeting room and restaurant/canteen. 
Concept C – Passive recreational focus. 
Visualizes a pyramid shaped mound with a lookout observatory with trails leading to the top and with an artisan center 
amphitheatre, gardens and greenhouses pond and outdoor maze. 
The alternative layout adds Education/ History/Science Centre, more gardens and trails and an off leash dog park. 
Some land adjacent to the proposed site belongs to the Federal Government will be needed to complete some of the 
proposals and negotiations will only begin when a final proposal is decided upon.
