Report from the Management Committee 

 
Your management committee met on April 11th and among the topics of discussion was the need for the 
position of Membership chair and Program chair for next year, anyone even slightly interested should talk to 
Jeannette Etter or Jim Kerr for information. 
Our treasurer, Doug Wright, reported on the finances, we have a current bank balance of $538.14 plus a GIC 
of $1,300. We agreed, following discussion, that the ticket price for members to the summer picnic should be 
$7.50 as it was last year. This involves a club subsidy of about $6.00. 
Jim Kerr reported some disappointment at criticism from the floor about the programs and hoped the next 
program committee would get more support. 
There was considerable discussion on the subject of the level of subsidies to various special events such as 
the summer picnic, Christmas party, St Patricks day etc. The two sides of the argument are as follows: 
1.  A couple of years ago our annual dues were raised from $30 to $40 in the expectation of increases in the 

costs to run the club. These increases in costs have not materialised and we find ourselves spending the 
extra money in subsidies which do not benefit the entire membership. (some members do not go to the 
events subsidised) Therefore the annual dues should be rolled back to the original $30. 

2.  This is essentially a social club and the subsidies which the club can afford to contribute helps to increase 
the affordability of the special events to more members. All members have the choice to attend the events 
or not and the annual dues cover the cost of hall rental etc which is necessary regardless of events. 
Therefore the annual dues should remain at $40.
