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Report from the Management Committee. 
 
The new Board of Management met for the first time on October 11th at the Winchester Arms and 
after greeting the committee with encouraging words and thanks to Past President Betty, President 
Sel opened the meeting. 
After considerable discussion about how and where to store our capital inventory, speakers, projector 
screen, etc, and reaching no firm conclusion, Doug Wright presented a proposed 2005-2006 budget.

October 25, 2005    Ontario Pharmacists’ Association – Susan Halasi 
 
Ms. Halasi provided an informative presentation including some of the myths of aging and medication 
problems. She suggested several ways to ensure the safe and proper use of medications. Her 
statistics revealed that 40 per cent of all medications are taken incorrectly, that up to 25 per cent of 
emergency admissions for those over 50 are due to medication problems and pointed out that some 
foods, drinks including alcohol, vitamins and minerals and herbal remedies when taken together with 
certain medications can cause serious health problems.
