 Fred Helliener, our 9 April speaker, was a 
Geography Professor at Trent University and an avid 
bird-watcher, a twitcher, who visited Presqu’lle Park at 
Brighton often over the years to see the many birds 
there. When he retired, he moved to the park and became 
a full time twitcher. He told many stories of the excitement 
of racing through stop signs to see a rare bird that 
somebody had just discovered or the embarrassment of 
having to tell other twitchers that his discovery that they 
just raced to see has in fact turned out to be a 
misidentification. 

 
 He explained why and how Presqu’lle Park is the 
best place in Ontario to see the widest variety as well as 
the largest quantity of birds. The park has a wide diversity 
of habitats such as forests, fields, beaches, marshes and 
islands and each different landscape attracts different kinds 
of birds at the rate of 240 species a year. The park is also 
located near a mid-point for migrating birds that are 
looking for a place to rest before continuing their long 
journey, especially when there are head winds and storms 
buffeting them. 
 As a result, birds rare to this area can be seen 
there such as Purple Sandpipers, Red-Throated Loons and 
Silver Bellied Flycatchers from Mexico. Birds that are truly 
rare everywhere because they are endangered can also be 
seen in the park such as Piping Plovers. Some, like 
Mongolian Plovers, are not rare at all, but are simply lost. 
 Presqu’lle Park has notices posted of recent bird 
sightings showing where they were seen and when. Birding 
trails have also been constructed throughout the park to 
make it easy for novices to find the birds.

Our 26 March speaker was Kathryn McHolm who is 

an artist, an environmentalist, and an avid gardener. All 
three of these skills come together in Kathryn’s Garden, 
located in Welcome. Her garden is open to the public in 
July, September and November when she sells her 
watercolour paintings with garden subjects and crafts 
such as home-made paper and basket-weaving using 
garden products. She is also the inspiration and driving 
force behind Port Hope’s Living Green Fair held on 9 
May at the Fall Fair Park where local manufacturers and 
retailers of environmentally friendly products exhibit 
them to the public. 

 
 Using beautiful slides of her garden as examples, 
Kathryn gave many suggestions for gardening ecologically 
such as planting vegetables and herbs in an ornamental 
fashion, using cardboard covered with grass cuttings and 
leaves to prevent weeds from growing and planting rotten 
tomatoes so that the seeds may produce new plants.
