AGED IN CANADIAN OAK 
Our 27 November speaker, Sally Staples from the Oak Heights 

Winery and Restaurant near Warkworth, talked to us about the Canadian 
wine produced at Oak Heights which is indeed aged in Canadian oak casks 
by Sally and her partner, Ian Fraser.  

 
She talked us through the year-and-a-half evolution of buying the 

100 acre farm to growing grapes to producing wine to wine tasting for the 
public to serving wine with meals in their restaurant. She described the nine 
kinds of wine that they produce, Vidal, Sauvignon Blanc, Chardonnay, a 
blend of Riesling and Gewurztraminer, Rose, Pinot Noir, Merlot, Cabernet 
Franc and ice wine which is known around the world. All of their wines are 
unique because they are aged in oak casks. With each wine description, she 
also told what menu items would be served with that wine in their restaurant. 
Their winemaker is from Millbrook and was trained in Niagara Falls. They 
crush fifty to seventy tons of grapes per year to produce all of their wine. Her 
talk was illustrated with slides of the beautiful rolling hills that make up the 
farm.
