GASIFICATION OF WASTE 
PRODUCES ENERGY 

 

 
 

 Jordan Oxley, President of Sunbay Energy 
Corporation, was our 25 June speaker, describing and 
explaining how the proposed Wesleyville Gasification 
Plant will operate. Sunbay is a development company 
specializing in gasification energy projects and is the lead 
developer and researcher of this project which will be the 
first in Canada. Other companies will build and operate 
the plant. 
 When it is completed, the feedstock of industrial, 
commercial and institutional waste will be trucked to the 
Wesleyville plant from a maximum radius of one hundred 
kilometres. The waste will then be dried and subjected to 
a plasma torch at fifteen thousand degrees Centigrade 
which will vaporize the waste into a gas that will in turn 
be used to run gas-fired engines to produce electrical 
energy which will be sold to the electrical grid. Inert slag 
and Carbon Dioxide will be the only by-products of this 
process. The Carbon Dioxide will be piped to a nearby 
greenhouse to produce plants and shrubs. 
 The gasification plant, which will have a very 
small footprint, and the greenhouse will be located along 
Wesleyville Road immediately south of highway 401 so 
that Port Hope will not see any of the trucks bringing the 
feedstock to the plant. During the eighteen month 
construction of the plant and greenhouse, two hundred 
construction jobs will be offered in the Port Hope area 
and once the plant is in operation, fifty two permanent 
jobs will be required, forty in the gasification plant and 
twelve in the greenhouse.
