THE TALKING ROCK
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The discovery of thePetroeg 54,

pﬁs in19

Our 22 October speaker, Arthor Otskinall, is an
Aboriginal Interpreter at Petroglyphs Provincial Park
north of Peterborough. The Petroglyphs are 900
images that were carved in a huge white crystalline
marble rock 2500 to 3000 years ago by native
people. It was officially discovered by the Ontario
government in 1954. A climate-controlled building
was constructed in 1984 to protect the rock from
erosion by the elements. Ojibwa natives come to
this site regularly today to practice spiritual rituals
because it is a sacred place where their spirits
communicate with them. The carvings tell stories of
the daily life of the original inhabitants of 3000
years ago. The carvings in this picture tell the story

of the creation of the earth on the back of a turtle
to make a place for Sky Woman’s daughter to live
when she came down from the sky because she
could not grow corn on the turtle’s back. The
Ojibwa therefore call the earth Turtle Island.
