At our 25 September meeting, four speakers
who are all closely involved with Port Hope's future,
made presentations. Municipality of Port Hope mayor
Linda Thompson gave an historical overview of the
development of the Master Plan as it stands today.
Glen Case, Project Director of the Port Hope Initiative,
provided a comprehensive review of the many aspects
(licensing, safety, health, transport, property loss, etc.)
involved in the movement and storage of low level
radioactive waste. Aldo D'Agostino, Project Manager
of Cameco's "Vision 2010" program, reviewed the
corporation's plan which involves the renovation of the
property, buildings and production facilities now on the
Cameco site. Ron Warne, Director of Planning for Port
Hope described the work of the Waterfront Planning
Implementation Committee, whose mandate to design
a master plan for the Port Hope waterfront is now near
completion. All the presenters emphasized the
importance of cooperation between the three groups
and the value of public input.
