This was for tasting after 
the workshop as one should always 
decant red wine at least one hour before 
drinking. Then they went through the 
process of choosing a wine to make as 
Fresh Off The Vine carries over fifty 
different types of wine. Then Peter mixed 
the concentrate with water and added 
various ingredients, explaining the 
purpose of each. The group learned 
about the fermentation period and then 
the degassing process. Bottling and 
corking of the bottles and applying the 
shrink tops and labels was the last step. 
They then had a tasting of the decanted 
wine which went over very well. 

Depending on the popularity, 
Peter will run more workshops as they 
are needed.

12 Mar -  Chris Wallace is a Port Hope architect who 
is involved with the Port Hope Architectural 
Conservancy and the Port Hope Pier Group. He will 
talk about preserving our architectural heritage with 
emphasis on the Port Hope Pier buildings. 
26 Mar -  Kathryn McHolm is an artist and gardener 
in Welcome and writes a column in the local paper 
about ecological and organic gardening techniques. 
She will talk to us about ecological kitchen gardening.  

 
 
 Dave BroughtonDave BroughtonDave BroughtonDave Broughton, our own Ganaraska ValleyGanaraska ValleyGanaraska ValleyGanaraska Valley member, 
and our 12 February speaker, gave a very entertaining and 
interesting illustrated history of kerosene lamps, beginning 
and ending with songs, although the relevance of the 
opening song “The Colorectal Surgeon” to kerosene lamps 
was a bit sketchy except for a reference to “…places where 
the Sun don’t shine…”.  
 

 
 Dave covered the sociological aspects showing the 
impact that kerosene lamps had on people in the nineteenth 
century. Before kerosene, whale oil lamps, burning oil lamps 
and solar lamps were dim and unsatisfactory. Kerosene was 
invented in 1855 by a Canadian from Nova Scotia, Abraham Abraham Abraham Abraham 
GesnerGesnerGesnerGesner. This laid the foundation for our modern 
petrochemical industry. Kerosene lamps were brighter and 
allowed people to stay up later. They were produced in many 
shapes and sizes from small portable lamps to table lamps 
to floor lamps to huge chandelier lamps. Unfortunately, they 
sometimes exploded and caused fires. Catherine ThuroCatherine ThuroCatherine ThuroCatherine Thuro, a 
resident of Port Hope, championed safety for kerosene 
lamps. After the turn of the century, electricity brought a 
brighter and safer alternative. Kerosene lamps were then 
compared to husbands…”They are not very bright, they 
smoke a lot and just when you need them, they go out.” 
Dave ended with a song by Mary Lou Fallis, “Oh What A 
Difference Since The Hydro Came” decrying the lack of places 
for lovers to court since there were no more shadowy 
corners, no doubt in honour of Valentine’s Day. For more 
information go to www.sirlampsalot.com .

Only a limited number of people may leave the 
tour ship at one time and go onto the ice and land. They can only 
stay a limited time in order that others may get their turn. They 
may take nothing, leave nothing or change anything. On the tour 
ship, they go to classes to learn about the environment and the 
wild life. Bruce showed many slides of the seventeen species of 
penguins, hump back whales, birds and icebergs and ice 
formations. The roughest part of the trip was the Great Passage 
from South America to Antarctica which is the roughest water in 
the world causing many cases of seasickness.
