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Our 22 April speaker was Les Britton who has
been a professional auctioneer for forty years after
attending the Reisch Auction School in lowa. He spoke to
us about auctions and auctioneering. He talked about the
history of auctions, different kinds of auctions and told
many amusing stories about auction mishaps. He closed
his presentation by answering questions.

Auctions can be traced back to 500 B.C. when
women of marriageable age were auctioned. It was illegal
to marry otherwise. The Romans auctioned the spoils of
war. The oldest auction house in the world operated in
Sweden in the 1700s.

The word auction comes from the Latin and
means “to increase.” Normal auctions are ascending
auctions because the bids get higher, but there are
reverse auctions where the bid gets smaller such as
bidding for services where the lowest price is desired.
Sealed bid auctions are usually run by townships for
services. Tulips in Holland are auctioned. In a candle
auction, the highest bid wins when a candle burns out.

Les once auctioned the contents of a house and
he used an old worn carpet with holes in it to slide
furniture around. He thought it was to be thrown out. In
the end, the owners wanted that carpet auctioned and
the bidding went very high for this antique which
astounded Les.
