Speaker’s Corner  

Aging with the Law 

 Who could have thought that 
Bette Midler could capture the 
spirit of our times? “Old age is not 
for sissies.” Aging will no longer be 
measured by the steady drip has 
been lost but by the zest with 

which one approaches his or her yet-to-do-list, 
as the poet reminds “old men should be adventur-
ers”, and the writer imagines, “A time of endless 
opportunities.” Into all this hype Terry Stanley, a 
police officer with the Cobourg Police involved in 
Community Relations, interjects a subtle thrust 
of reality, the rationality that changes in the law 
impose.  

 He reminds us that old age is no 
excuse. The new law restricting smoking 
with children under the age of sixteen 
makes no exceptions. A grandmother 
was charged for puffing away with her 
three grandchildren in the car. Those 
little stickers you get to show that you 
have renewed your license have to be on 
your plate by your birthday not the end 
of the month. Thus you can’t forget your birth-
day just because you want to. Finally that centre 
lane where we seniors love to cruise on the 401 is 
legally the truck passing lane. Thus when an 
eighteen wheeler closes in behind you, “…you can 
get a ticket for not pulling over…it is your obliga-
tion.” 

 The call of the open road does not fade 
with the passing of youth. That driver’s license 
that once symbolized freedom now has come to 
mean that one’s faculties are still intact. The 
desperation to hold onto the document has not 
changed. Terry related the experience of once 

being part of a speed check team on Burnham 
Street. When he was called that there was a  
speeding car coming towards him, he got out of 
his car moved to the centre of the road his arm 
raised as a signal to pull him over. The car shot 
past him forcing him to jump out of its way to 
avoid being hit. He followed the car to the 
Golden Plough. The driver, a resident, relayed 
the story that he only used the car once a week 
to visit a friend in Gore’s Landing and drove by 
centering the car on the white line and driving 
straight ahead. The speeder proved to be a rea-
sonable man and Terry was able to persuade him 
to give up the license right there. Terry’s at-
tempted to be equally persuasive with us, “One 

can get an awful lot of taxi rides for 
the $30,000.00 it costs to buy a new 
car.”  True, a most rational insight, 
but hardly comforting, but then driv-
ing has never been about the money. 

 That is the reason why jeop-
ardy of its loss is so worrying. A doc-
tor’s letter may get the license re-
voked at any age. The police can write 

a letter to the Ministry requesting that you be 
tested. After age 68 the Ministry tracks your 
accidents, monitors your tickets, may require a 
driver’s test, even can impose a graduated license 
if need be. After 80 there is mandatory testing 
every two years. Yet in spite of these checks 
Terry sees personal responsibility as more impor-
tant. “Be aware, ask yourself when do I stop 
driving? You don’t want to end your driving ca-
reer with an accident. Make it easy on your fam-
ily…pull the plug on yourself.”
